Another
premiere present in the MAN TGX series of heavy-duty trucks is the unventilated
interior temperature sensor ITOS® from BHTC. This sensor is completely impervious
to contamination and has no wearing parts for trouble-free and reliable operation,

thereby reducing lifecycle costs.

A further BHTC innovation for the commercial vehicle sector: the climate control,
auxiliary heater and no idle air conditioner can all be adjusted from a single climate
control panel in the MAN TGX series, regardless of the cab model and under all
operating conditions. The separation of the climate control panel from the modular
climate control unit has made it possible to design a space-saving cab unit with a

reduction of the overall system costs.

A central climate management system automatically detects the vehicle’s driving and
operating conditions, adjusts the climate accordingly and without human intervention,
and seeks to achieve the greatest energy-saving performance. For example, an

additional auxiliary heater, used on the road to heat up the interior quickly, is switched

off automatically as soon as the engine has reached a sufficient temperature.

Volvo’s upgraded heavy truck series profits from a key component of the latest
generation of climate control panels: the unventilated interior temperature sensor
ITOS® from BHTC, which has become a standard for all vehicles in this series. This

temperature measuring system operates reliably and without any wear, while the
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need for cleaning or even costly replacement of a sensor clogged-up with dirt is also
eliminated. This is of particular benefit in the case of vehicles operating on harsh

environmental conditions.

A much more powerful processor handles the steadily-rising requirements in terms of
control tasks and information processing in modern climate control systems. Its
special parameterisation ensures compatibility with the different needs of the various
climate control configurations available in the Volvo heavy truck series. There are
models available for the European 24-volt on-board power supply system as well as

for the U.S. 12-volt systems.
